Because we are a ministry to women with small 
children not all the mothers are allowed to have their children with them.  Many of the women because of their addictions and life circumstances 
do not have healthy relationships with their families.  Most of those bridges have been burned long ago.  We are now their family.  We are walking 
with them in this journey of following Jesus to wholeness and reconciliation.  
 One of my ladies, Leann has seven children.  She only has her two year old little boy Cruiz with her at Hosanna Home.  It is diffi cult for 
her to be separated from the rest of her children.  At this moment I have three women with children on site and six whose children are in foster care 
or with relatives.  Just this week we had a precious woman facing homelessness come with her four children to stay with us 
until she can return home to her family in the State of Washington. It is all about family. It’s about community. Thank you for 
being a part of this journey with us.
