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bush regions of Alaska. This had been a lifelong dream for both of them. It was hard for us to let them go, but at
the same time wonderfully exciting. How many seventy year olds do you see answering a call of God and heading
off into the unknown to do mission work for God? The Sledges are our heroes.

After a 3 year stint in Alaska the Sledges came home. Now, at 77 and 73 years of age you’d think they’d
finally retire. They didn’t. When they came home, they came “Home”, which for Don and Yvonne meant His Place.
Once back they continued to work at His Place and Hosanna Home up until Miss Yvonne had heart surgery. Don
has continued to work with us while Yvonne has worked on her recovery.

It’s hard to believe, and hard for us to even say, but finally, after all these years Don Sledge is going to retire, really
retire. Which at 77 years of age he’s earned. His last day will be October 31.

We’re not even going to try and describe all that Don Sledge has meant to this ministry, we wouldn’t have

enough room to document it. Suffice to say Pastor Rick describes Don like this, “Don Sledge has been my opponent

missionary; pastor; preacher; His Place Director; he’s been it all. He has been my friend, brother, and in many ways
a father to me.

As fall comes around it means many things. And for me this fall it has meant change. As many of you

know I am heading up a late night ministry in downtown Auburn and would like to let you all know a little more
of what we do.
As we began this we had it set up for a meeting then evangelism, but as we went on we started to see that this
way of going about things was not really the best suit for us. We have changed the way we do things and have
started to have a Bible study instead. Which has turned out to be quite wonderful. We have started to really focus
on what the scripture says about us being a family. So like any good family, most get-togethers being with the
small question, “How’s your week going?” A small question, but asked honestly can end up being more than an
hour of talking. Of being a part of someone’s life. Not just asking the question, but honestly wanting to know the answer. This leads into our Bible
study that sometimes leads us into prayer time but almost always leads till around midnight. After that we throw 150 hotdogs or so into a pot and
when they are done we load up and walk down the street and set up in front of Toomer’s Drugs in downtown Auburn.

Every Friday and Saturday we get out on the street between 12:30-1am and stay till 3-4am just giving out food to hungry people and
Bibles to spiritually hungry people. I ask that you keep this in your prayers and if any of you would like to help us with this you can send money
to Harvest Evangelism and designate it to The Way. Every week we go through 300-400 hotdogs so that we can tell people that as they freely
take the hotdog, we freely take righteousness from Christ Jesus. And as these hotdogs and Bibles are free to them they cost someone. Just like
what Jesus did for us. I am wanting to order some more New Testaments, Gospels of John and Vintage Jesus tracks by Pastor Mark Driscoll in
the not to distant future because we are running low.

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Hosanna Home Testimony From Our Banquet

“Hello, my name is Hollie Limbaugh. Iam twenty-three years old. I am from Sylacauga, Alabama. My life before I knew Christ was
not good at all. T had a rough childhood. I grew up in an abusive family. I was also around a lot of drugs. My parents divorced when I was three
years old. My sister and I had to grow up fast. My mom had to work to make ends meet so we spent a lot of time alone. I missed a lot of school.
By the age of twelve I was using drugs and sexually active. I went to my first rehab at the age of fourteen. It only made
me more curious about drugs, so I kept on using even more.

I got pregnant at the age of sixteen. Because of the drugs I was using I decided to have an abortion. I had another
abortion at age of twenty-one. After that I continued using drugs even harder. I ended up getting caught with some and
going to jail. When I went to jail I asked myself what I was doing? I got out and found out I was pregnant again. I was
so selfish that I wanted to have another abortion, but I couldn’t pay for another one. I went to court for my drug charge
seven months pregnant with drugs in my system. The judge put me in jail that day. I sat in jail a month. While I was
there I turned to God asking Him to help me get out of there so I could have my baby. I wanted help to get away from
drugs. God answered my prayers and sent me to Hosanna Home. I had my baby on April 23,2011. Chloe is a beautiful
healthy little girl. Ilove her so much! Now I am happy to be a mother and I want more children.

Some women came down from Times Square Church and I gave my life to Christ. I have forgiven myself for all my
abortions, and love myself. I am growing in my relationship with God every day. I plan to share my experience with my
family. I have gotten closer to them since I’ve been here. I hope to have a good future and to give my daughter one.
Chloe Limbaugh was born I know that with God all things are possible. He turned a drug addict like me into a loving mother. He will keep me

while her mom was at in perfect peace as long as I trust in Him. I like to say this little prayer when I get discouraged. “LORD, I want to be

Hosanna Home. secure in You and Your provision for my life. Teach me to keep You continually before me so I am not shaken by life’s
circumstances. Help me learn to have faith and trust You alone.”

Thirteen years ago I came to the banquet and gave my testimony as a HIS PLACE resident. My testimony was like
most that you hear from the men who end up at HIS PLACE. Drugs and alcohol had destroyed and taken away everything
that I loved and held near to my heart. Several years later Rick asked me to come to the Banquet as a graduate and give my
testimony, by then God was doing some incredible things in my life. I was married with two children, working as a 3rd
grade school teacher and bi- vocational youth minister. Several years after that Rick invited me once again to share my
testimony at the banquet, but this time as a Harvest Evangelism Board Member. God was doing more incredible things in
my life. By that time, God had called me into full time ministry with my wife and then four children. This year I shared
once again at the Harvest Evangelism Banquet, but this time as the new Director of His Place. I write all this to share with
you what Harvest Evangelism is really about. It’s more than getting men clean and sober and turning them back into the
world. It’s about restoring lives to Christ, restoring lives back to their families, restoring lives back to their communities

and walking with them along the journey. My life and testimony is a reflection of the motto of Harvest Evangelism; “Putting God’s love into
action, where the action is at.” Thank you Rick and Kim, Board, and friends for the opportunity to serve in this ministry and for walking with
me along the journey.
